Situation in the Republic of Belarus over the last year in the sphere of respect of fundamental Human rights has deteriorated. In particular, it applies also to the students' and youth movement.

What is more, it has become systematic after the Presidential elections 2010 in Belarus. Namely – the cases of deportation from the country, a strict ban on entry on the national border as well, as cases of arbitrary detention of students and youth.

Previously mentioned deportations, bans and detentions in the last time were used not only with regards to the citizens of Belarus, but also to the citizens of Ukraine and Russia who work in the human rights protection area and students’ movement, which contradicts the fundamental principles of the European Convention on Human Rights. 

European Students’ Union is strongly against the threats that have been used by Belarus government to the active citizens of neighbouring countries, and calls upon the withdrawal of the barriers for the cooperation between the students’ and youth movements, and an increase of the attention to the human rights protection in Belarus.
