Background: since 2005 when Ukraine has joined the Bologna process there was started a discussion in regards to the adoption of the new Law “On Higher Education”. In 2010 there were changes to the Law adopted which increased rights of students and students’ unions. Moreover, since December 2010 the discussion of the new Law was raised again in a highly active way. At the moment there are numerous projects of Law “On Higher Education” proposed. There was a strong attention of students to the proposed Laws; however the amendments proposed were not taken into the account, which caused numerous students protest.

European Students’ Union, as an umbrella organization of the National Unions of Students in Europe is pointing out on the fact that students are an important part of the academic community, and they should be fully involved in the decision-making process on all the levels, especially when there are significant changes, such as new Law, are on the agenda.

What is more, ESU marks that in the new Law “On Higher Education” present rights of students and students’ unions have to be saved.

Moreover, as Ukraine is a member of the European Higher Education Area, ESU stresses the need to pay more attention to further Ukrainian integration into it. Legislation should establish the basis for it, therefore the new Law has to be in accordance with the action lines of the Bologna Process, and create an equal access to higher education by implementation of an independent system of knowledge evaluation; improve social dimension of higher education by establishment of higher educational institutions for students’ with disabilities; create an independent quality assurance agency with the involvement of stakeholders; insure higher educational institutions autonomy in the financial, administrative and academic areas, and their equality despite their status; implement three cycle education, and create the basis for students and staff mobility in order to reach the 20% benchmark by 2020.

As ESU stands education is a public good and a public responsibly therefore financing for higher education should be in the least saved at the present level and if possible increased.
